Master Plan Elements

4.8 Community Facilities Element

4.8.1 Existing Trends

About 50 acres (out of 2,500 acres total) in the Village are
public and institutional land uses, including local
government and schools. About 12 acres are parks and
recreation. Another 108 acres are street rights-of-way,
utility easements and drainages.

4.8.1.1  Sewer, Water and Drainage Systems

Sanitary Sewer Service

The Village is served by the City of Albuguerque sanitary
sewer system per agreement. Since the city system is
gravity-fed, the low-lying areas on the western half of the
Village require expensive lift stations to be adequately
served. The current low density of population in these areas
dramatically increases the costs of service as related to the
return from user fees.

The Wastewater Master Plan and subsequent North Valley
Service Options Study completed in the early 1990s
prioritized areas to be served first by a sanitary sewer
system. Areas were ranked according to groundwater
contamination, depth to groundwater, availability of water
service and density of septic systems. The eastern half and
higher density western portions of the Village were
identified to be served first. In the past five years,
implementation of the recommendations of the study have
begun. With funding from the state and joint powers
agreements with the city, most of the eastern Village has
now been brought on to the system. In addition, a lift
station was constructed at the southwest corner of Second
Street and Osuna Road to service the area. The Village
requires that all properties within 200 feet of a line be
connected if their septic systems fail.

Private disposal systems are regulated and inspected by the
New Mexico Environmental Improvement Division
(NMEID) within the Village limits and the Bernalillo County
Environmental Health Department within the extraterritorial
area. These regulations specify a minimum lot size, a
maximum flow rate and minimum setback requirements for
such systems.
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
